
 AWANA Children’s Program - Information Sheet 
 

 
What is AWANA? 
 AWANA is a weekly Bible-based children’s program.  The name AWANA stands for “Approved 
Workmen Are Not Ashamed”, taken from 2 Timothy 2:15.  This program focuses on scripture 
memorization and helps kids understand and apply the truths of the scripture to their lives.  Each child 
goes at his/her own pace and earns awards as he/she learns.  It is for all children ages Kindergarten 
through 6th grade. 
 
How often is it, and at what day/time is it scheduled for? 
 It is EVERY Wednesday night (regardless of adult church schedule) and lasts from 7:00 – 8:30pm.  
Check in time begins at 6:50pm. 
 
When will we start this program? 
 The program will start Wednesday, September 9, 2009 at 7:00pm. 
 
When is registration? 
 Registration begins Wednesday, August 12, 2009.  The cost is $15.00/child (checks can be made out 
to “Northview church of Christ”). 
 
What will my child need to start AWANA? 
 Each child will need to bring a Bible every week – if they do not have a Bible of their own, please 
let us know (no child will be kept from participating).  After your child has completed the first section of 
the program, you will need to purchase either an AWANA vest (Kindergarten – 2nd grade) or a shirt (3rd 
- 6th grade).  The cost of these items is $12.00 and $14.00 respectively. 
 
Where do we go? 
 You will enter the building through the outside door to the kid’s classrooms (down the sidewalk to 
the left of the main entrance to the church building).  This keeps the children from interrupting the men 
and women’s nights. 
 
Are there any costs in addition to the registration and shirt? 
 There are weekly dues which are $.50/week/child. 
 
What is expected of me at home? 
 Each parent’s role is to help their child(ren) work through their handbooks and to memorize 
scriptures. 
 
What can I do on Wednesday nights? 
 Parents that want to stay during the AWANA program activities are welcome to fellowship with 
each other in an area that will not interrupt the program or other church meetings.  We will plan a 
visitation time after a couple of months.  If you are interested in volunteer opportunities please let me 
know.
